after the Second World War have saved lives, advanced
economic progress, upheld human rights and prevented
a third descent into global conflict and catastrophe.

are being challenged and undercut. Today | would like
to highlight several imperatives on which the spirit of
international cooperation can help us prevail.

First, building a fair globalization that works for all.
No one can doubt the many benefits of globalization.
More people have risen out of extreme poverty
than ever before; more people are living longer and
healthier lives. But the waves of prosperity and
growth have not reached all, and there remains a
vast backlog of despair. Hunger is again on the rise.
Inequalities are stark, especially within countries. And
levels of youth unemployment are in some parts of
the world simply alarming.

The migration problem. Discrimination against

women remains pervasive, and signs of unease
are everywhere we look. Growth is slowing down,

And financial
markets become uncertain. Debt is rising, limiting

what countries can do to achieve their goals and
undermining their ability to act when the crises strike.

And the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development
points the way. The 17 Sustainable Development
Goals are the world’s agreed blueprint for building a
safer, more equitable world and leaving no one behind.
But we are not yet on track. And we know what works,
and we have important gains to build on. And so |
continue to call for more robust commitment to the
world’s agreed blueprint for a better future. Political
support is crucial, but the business community has an
absolutely vital role to play.

Second, we must address the global climate
emergency. We are in a race against time, and we
are losing the race. In fact, the reality is proving
to be worse than scientists had foreseen. We are
also coming to recognize how climate impacts are
accelerating the drivers of conflict, for instance, in
the Sahel, and even paving the way for expansion of
terrorism and extremism in that region.

Yet, as global warming speeds up, political will has
sometimes slowed down. At the time when we know
that technology is on our side, and when businesses

lack of political will could be tragic. We need a green
economy, not a grey economy. We need a rapid and
deep change in how to do business, how to generate
power, how to build cities and how to feed the
world. That means putting a price on carbon, ending
subsidies to fossil fuels. And we need to recognize
that this is a race we can win, but we have the tools
to tackle the climate crisis. And that is why I'm
convening a Climate Action Summit at the United
Nations in September to mobilize the ambition that
can reap these gains. And I’'m asking leaders to come
not just with speeches, but with concrete plans and
commitment, including on financing. And I'm asking
that they do this not out of generosity, but out of
enlightened self-interest. Climate change is the most
important systemic risk the world faces at this time.

our collective well-being. It is in that spirit that next
Monday, a high-level panel that | established last year,
and this is co-chaired by Jack Ma of Ali Baba and Melinda
Gates of the Gates Foundation, will issue its report on
recommendations on the future of digital cooperation.

We already see the crippling impact of cyberattacks
as well as the threats to privacy and violations of human
rights. And the internet is simultaneously a remarkable
vehicle for connecting people and a weapon for
dividing them through the spread of hate speech. And
while the digital age is taking ever deeper root, nearly
half of the world’s population is still not online. Our
shared challenge is to reduce digital inequality, to build
digital capacity and ensure that new technologies are
on our side and are a force for good.

Ladies and gentlemen,

Anew global landscape is taking shape, even as age-
old challenges remain. In today’s world we live with
a strange paradox: the challenges we face are global
and can only be addressed globally. No country alone,
no organization alone can provide the solutions we
need. But at the same time, multilateralism is under
attack. Agreed norms are being eroded, and tensions
are rising. We are threatened by global warming,
but also by global political warming. They are both
dangerous, but they are both avoidable.

It is true that we are slowly moving towards a
multipolar world, and that is in itself a very positive
evolution. But as history tells us, multipolarity alone
does not guarantee peace. Europe was multipolar
100 years ago, but the multilateral framework for
cooperation and problem-solving was not there,
and the result was a catastrophic world war. It is
vital that the world has multilateral institutions and
architecture, and that international relations are
based on international law.

At the same time, we need new forms of
cooperation with other international and regional
organizations, a networked multilateralism, and
closer links with businesses, civil society and other
stakeholders with an inclusive multilateralism. And
this is the kind of international system we need in the
21st century. Our shared duty for the United Nations
and all of you in this room is to show that we care and
that international cooperation can deliver.

We can also reflect more deeply on our direction
as a human family when we mark next year the 75th
anniversary of the United Nations and post-war
cooperation at large. As a committed multilateralist,
but also as an engineer fond of evidence and facts,
| see no other way for our world than to address
all the challenges together, with all those who can
contribute working for the benefit of all.

to Russia and their willingness for joint work and
business cooperation that always rests, as business
leaders know well, on pragmatism, understanding of
mutual interests and, of course, trust in each other,
frankness and clear-cut positions.

| would like to take advantage of the SPIEF venue
to tell you not only about the goals and tasks that
we in Russia have set for ourselves but also about
our views on the state of the global economic system.
For us this is not an abstract conversation, nor an
academic discussion. Russia’s development, simply by
virtue of its size, history, culture, the human potential
and economic opportunities cannot take place
outside the global context, without the correlation of
the domestic, national and global agendas.

So, what is the state of affairs today or at least how
do we in Russia see it?

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percent. In recent years, the relevant figure was a

bit over three percent. However, we believe, and
countries’ leaders and all of us must frankly admit that
regrettably, despite this growth, the existing model of
economic relations is still in crisis and this crisis is of a
comprehensive nature. Problems in this respect have
been piling up throughout the past few decades. They
are more serious and larger than it seemed before.

The architecture of the global economy has
changed dramatically since the Cold War as new
markets were becoming part of the globalization
process. The dominant model of development based
on the Western “liberal” tradition, let us call it Euro-
Atlantic for the sake of argument, began to claim not
just a global, but also a universal role.

International trade was the main driver behind the
current globalization model. From 1991 to 2007, it
grew more than twice as fast as global GDP. This can
be accounted for by the newly opened markets of the
former Soviet Union and Eastern Europe, and goods
pouring into these markets. However, this period turned
out to be relatively short-lived by historical standards.

The global crisis of 2008-2009 ensued. It not
only exacerbated and revealed imbalances and
disproportions, but also showed that global growth
mechanisms were beginning to fail. Of course, the
international community learned its lesson. However,

truth be told, there was not enough will or, perhaps,
courage, to sort things out and draw the corresponding
conclusions. A simplified approach prevailed whereby
the global development model was allegedly quite good
and, essentially, nothing needed to be changed since it
was enough to eliminate the symptoms and coordinate
some rules and institutions in the global economy and
finance, and then everything would turn out just fine.
There were many hopes and positive expectations
back then, but they quickly vanished. Quantitative
easing and other measures failed to resolve the
problems and only pushed them into the future. | am
aware that quantitative easing was discussed at this
and other forums. We at the Government and the

Presidential Executive Office never stop discussing
and debating these matters.

I will now cite data from the World Bank and the
IMF. Before the crisis of 2008-2009, the global
trade in goods and services to global GDP ratio was
constantly growing, but then the trend reversed.

It is a fact, there is no such growth anymore. The
global trade to global GDP ratio of 2008 has never
been recovered. In fact, global trade ceased to be
the unconditional driver behind the global economy.
The new engine represented by state-of-the-art
technology is still being fine-tuned and not operating

at full capacity. Moreover, the global economy has
entered a period of trade wars and mounting direct
or covert protectionism.

What are the sources of the crisis in international
economic relations? What undermines trust between
the world economic players? | think the main reason
is that the model of globalization offered in the late
20th century is increasingly at odds with the rapidly
emerging new economic reality.

parity decreased from 58 to 40 percent. In the G7
it dropped from 46 to 30 percent, whereas the
weight of the countries with developing markets
is growing. Such rapid development of new
economies that, apart from their interests, have
their own development platforms and views on
globalization and regional integration processes
does not correlate well with the ideas that seemed
immutable relatively recently.

The previous patterns essentially put the Western
countries into an exclusive position and we should
be straight about this. These patterns gave them
an advantage and an enormous rent, thereby
predetermining their leadership. Other countries
simply had to follow in their wake. Of course, much
happened and s still happening to the accompaniment
of talk about equality. | will speak about this as well.
And when this comfortable, familiar system began
to grow rickety and competition grew, ambitions
and a striving to preserve one’s domination at all
costs surged. Under the circumstances, the states
that previously preached the principles of free trade
and honest and open competition began to talk in
terms of trade wars and sanctions, and resorted
to undisguised economic raids with arms twisting,
intimidation and the removal of rivals by so-called
non-market methods.

Look, there are many examples of this. | will only
mention those that concern us directly and that
are common knowledge. Take, for example, the
construction of the Nord Stream 2 gas pipeline. | saw
inthe hall our partners who work with it professionally,
not only Russians but also our friends from Europe.
This project is designed to enhance energy security
in Europe and create new jobs. It fully meets the
national interests of all participants, both European
and Russian. If it did not meet these interests, we
would have never seen our European partners in it.
Who could force them into this project? They came
because they were interested in it.

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But this does not match the logic and interests
of those who became used to exclusiveness and
anything-goes behavior in the framework of the
existing universalist model. They are used to letting
others pay their bills; therefore, endless attempts to
torpedo this project are made. It is alarming that this
destructive practice has not only affected traditional
energy, raw materials and commodity markets
but it has also leaked into new industries that are
now taking shape. Take the situation with Huawei.
Attempts are being made not just to challenge it on
the global market but to actually restrict it in an off-
handed manner. Some circles already call this “the
first technological war” to break out in the digital era.

It would appear that rapid digital transformation
and technologies that are quickly changing industries,
markets and professions, are designed to expand
the horizons for anyone who is willing and open to
change. Unfortunately, here too barriers are being

Ladies and gentlemen,

Today we are facing two extremes, two possible
scenarios for further development. The first is
the degeneration of the universalist globalization
model and its turning into a parody, a caricature
of itself, where common international rules are
replaced with the laws, administrative and judicial
mechanisms of one country or a group of influential
states. | state with regret that this is what the US
is doing today when it extends its jurisdiction to
the entire world. Incidentally, | spoke about this 12
years ago. Such a model not only contradicts the
logic of normal interstate communication and the
shaping realities of a complicated multipolar world
but, most importantly, it does not meet the goals
of the future.

The second scenario is a fragmentation of the global
economic space by a policy of completely unlimited
economic egoism and a forced breakdown. But this
is the road to endless conflict, trade wars and maybe
not just trade wars. Figuratively, this is the road to the
ultimate fight of all against all.

So what is the solution? | am referring to a real
solution rather than utopian or ephemeral one.
Obviously, new agreements will be needed for drafting
a more stable and fair development model. These
agreements should not only be written clearly but
should also be observed by all participants. However,
I am convinced that talk about an economic world
order like this will remain wishful thinking unless we
return to the center of the discussion, that is, notions
like sovereignty, the unconditional right of every
country to its own development road and, let me add,
responsibility for universal sustainable development,
not just for one’s own development.

What should be the subject of discussion in terms
of regulating such agreements and such a common
legal environment? Certainly not the imposition of a
single and the only correct canon for all countries, but
above all, the harmonization of national economic

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interests, principles of teamwork, competition and
cooperation between countries with their own
individual development models, peculiarities and
interests. The drafting of such principles should be
carried out with maximum openness and in the most
democratic manner.

It is on this foundation that the system of world
trade should be adapted to current realities and the
efficiency of the World Trade Organization enhanced.
Other international institutions should be filled with
new meaning and content rather than broken. It
is necessary to sincerely consider, rather than just
talk about the requirements and interests of the
developing nations, including those that are upgrading
their industry, agriculture and social services. This is
what equal conditions for development is all about.

Incidentally, we suggest considering the creation of
an open, accessible data bank with the best practices
and development projects. Russia is ready to publish
its successful case studies in the social, demographic
and economic areas on an information platform, and
invites other countries and international organizations
to join this initiative.

With regard to finance, the main global institutions
were created as part of the Bretton Woods system
75 years ago. The Jamaican currency system that
replaced it in the 1970s confirmed the preference of
the US dollar but, in fact, failed to resolve the key
problems, primarily, the balance of currency relations
and trade exchanges. New economic centers have
appeared since then, the role of regional currencies
has increased, and the balance of forces and interests
has changed. Clearly, in the wake of these profound
changes, international financial organizations need
to adapt and reconsider the role of the dollar, which,
as a global reserve currency, has now become an
instrument of pressure exerted by the issuing country
on the rest of the world. Incidentally, | believe the US
financial authorities and political centers are making
a big mistake as they are undermining their own

competitive edge that appeared after the creation of
the Bretton Woods system. Confidence in the dollar
is simply plummeting.

The technological development agenda must unite
countries and people, not divide them. For this, we
need fair parameters for interaction in key areas such
as high-tech services, education, technology transfer,
innovative digital economy branches and the global
information space. Yes, building such a harmonious
system is certainly challenging, but this is the best recipe
for restoring mutual trust, as we have no alternative.

We need to join our efforts, being fully cognizant
of the scale of the new era’s global challenges and
our responsibility for the future. To do so, we need
to use the potential of the UN, which is a unique
organization in terms of representation. We should
strengthen its economic institutions and use new
associations like the Group of 20 more effectively.
Pending the creation of a set of rules like this, we need
to act in accordance with the current situation and
actual problems and have a realistic understanding of
what is happening in the world.

As a first step, we propose, speaking diplomatically,
to conduct a kind of demilitarization of the key areas
of the global economy and trade, namely, to make the
distribution of essential items such as medicines and
medical equipment immune to trade and sanctions
wars. That also includes utilities and energy, which
help reduce the impact on the environment and
climate. This, as you understand, concerns areas that
are crucial for the life and health of millions, one
might even say, billions of people, our entire planet.

the average European level in all major parameters
reflecting the quality of life and people’s wellbeing.
Given this, we have identified national goals on
the growth of the economy and people’s incomes,
decreasing poverty, increasing life expectancy,
improving education and healthcare, and preserving
the environment. The national projects we are
implementing are designed to address these tasks.

The second field is accelerated technological
development. It offers truly colossal opportunities.
Our priority is to be among the front-runners, those
who use these technologies and convert them into
a real breakthrough. Thus, according to experts, the
introduction of artificial intelligence will add 1.2
percent annual growth to the global GDP. It is twice
as much as the impact from the global IT growth in
the early 21st century. The world market of goods
with Al will increase almost 17-fold by 2024 to total
around half a trillion dollars.

Just like other leading nations, Russia has drafted a
national strategy for developing Al technologies. It was
designed by the Government along with domestic hi-tech
companies. An executive order launching this strategy
will be signed shortly. A detailed, step-by-step road map
is incorporated in the Digital Economy national program.

Russia has capable research potential, and a good
starting point for designing the most advanced
technological solutions. And this refers not only to Al,
but also to other groups of the so called end-to-end
technologies. In this connection, | propose to our state
companies and the leading Russian private companies
to partner with the state in promoting end-to-end
research and technologies. These include, as | said,
artificial intelligence and other digital technologies.
These are, of course, new materials, genome
technologies for medicine, agriculture and industry,
as well as portable sources of energy, technologies
for energy transfer and storage.

The practical results of such a partnership should
be the production and promotion of successful

breakthrough products and services both in the
domestic and foreign markets. This isan opportunity for
the state to build its powerful sovereign potential, and
for companies - a chance to enter a new technological
era. We discussed all these issues at a special meeting
in Moscow just a week ago. Following the meeting,
respective agreements will be signed shortly with
Sberbank, Rostec, Rosatom, Russian Railways and
Rostelecom. A package of corresponding documents
has already been prepared. | ask our leading fuel
and energy companies - Gazprom, Rosneft, Rosseti,
Transneft - to join this work, this large-scale project. |
give the Government a directive to manage this effort.

How wiill the state and large companies cooperate?
Under the partnership agreement, the companies invest
in research and development, they invest in competence
centers, start-up support, training personnel in research,
management and engineering and in attracting foreign
specialists. The state, in turn, will provide financial and
tax incentives, generate demand for domestic hi-tech
products, including through government procurement,
that is, it will guarantee a market. We will keep working
on this. Our Chinese friends may also buy a bit more of
our new products.

We need to fine-tune the system of technical
standards, and even introduce a sort of experimental
legal framework. An adequate and flexible legal
environment is a key issue for new industries, and
establishing it around the world brings new problems;
there are many sensitive issues both for state security
and for the interests of society and its people. But in
order to achieve results, it is critically important to speed
up the decision-making process, so | ask our colleagues
from the Government, experts, and the business
community to offer an effective mechanism for this.

New industries will require specialists with new
skills. We are moving quickly to upgrade programs
and education content for this. As you may
know, in August, Kazan will host the WorldSkills
Championships, during which, at Russia’s initiative,

Healthy competition between regions to attract
entrepreneurs, investment and projects has been
gaining momentum. The efficiency of management
teams has increased a lot. A serious incentive for
this change was the development of the National
Investment Climate Rankings for the constituent
regions of the Russian Federation. In keeping with an
established tradition at the St Petersburg International
Economic Forum, | would like to announce and
congratulate the winners of the 2019 National
Rankings. They are Moscow, Tatarstan, Tyumen and
Kaluga regions and St Petersburg.

As for the pace at which the investment climate is
improving, the leaders are Yakutia, Primorye Territory,
Samara Region, Crimea and North Ossetia, Perm
Territory, Nizhny Novgorod Region, Udmurtia and
Ivanovo and Novgorod regions. | would like to take this
opportunity to ask the heads of the regions and the
presidential envoys to these federal districts to step
up their work to attract private capital to the national
programs and our other development projects,
including through the Russian Direct Investment Fund
and other modern and effective mechanisms.

As | mentioned, there are some positive changes
in the business climate, notably, administrative
procedures, but there are still urgent problems that
worry business. First, we still have to deal with the
archaic nature and obvious excesses of the oversight
bodies, as well as the unjustified and sometimes
simply illegal interference of law enforcement in the
business environment, in the operation of companies.

This year we launched a deep and comprehensive
reform of monitoring and oversight. It is the largest
reform in the post-Soviet era. Starting January 1,
2021 the entire old, largely obsolete legal framework
will cease to operate. It will be replaced by a clear-
cut system of requirements: any duplication of
government body authority should be eliminated,

grounds for random inspections or audits restricted
and a risk-based approach established.

The information service that is to be launched
this year will make it possible to objectively compare
information from oversight bodies on the one hand
and entrepreneurs on the other. Any incongruities
must result in a timely response.

As regards the relationship between business and
law enforcement, the logic of our actions includes the
further liberalization of legislation, the strengthening
of the guarantees and rights of ownership, the
removal of even formal opportunities for abusing the
law to exert pressure on business, and the constant
cleansing of authority agencies and the judicial system
of unscrupulous personnel. More transparency in the
business environment is a major condition for the
effectiveness of this work. This is also very important,
colleagues. This year there will be a digital platform,
a kind of a digital ombudsman that entrepreneurs
will be able to use to report any illegal actions by
representatives of law-enforcement agencies. | think
such openness can become a guarantee of trust
between the public, business and the state.

Overall, we must ensure the transformation of
the government management system based on
digital technology as soon as possible. The goal is to
comprehensively upgrade the effectiveness of the
performance of all government bodies, reduce the speed
and improve the quality of decision-making. | would like
to ask the Government to present a specific plan of action
in this regard in cooperation with the regional governors.
We have spoken about this many times.

fruition. These states are doing all they can to secure
domination in every area of international life - military
and political domain, the economy, and interpretation
of the standards of respect for human rights and
history, which is also a very meaningful topic today.
Heavy battles are taking place even in sports. For the
most part, they are aimed at enabling Anglo-Saxons
to set the order, including as regards punishment for
doping and identification of the guilty.

Another major trend that has manifested itself
in our Western colleagues’ policies is their desire
to replace international law which, by definition, is
about universally agreed norms and principles, with
certain rules which our Western colleagues develop
among themselves and then present as the ultimate
truth, which all other members of the international
community should follow. If you are interested, |
will provide specific examples during our discussion.
There are many of them.

New centers of power are emerging in Eurasia,
Asia-Pacific, Latin America and Africa. However, in
the face of an emerging world order that is balanced
and based on respect for the interests of all members,
the West is trying to maintain its superiority and
ensure its dominance despite the objective course
of history. However, we must give the historical
truth its due: for about five centuries, the West has
dictated the rules in the modern world. But the world
is changing, and the colonial era is a thing of the past.
The centers of global economic growth and global
finance are shifting from the West to other regions. To
counter this trend, our Western, primarily American,
colleagues, are resorting to the most unscrupulous
methods and unfair competition in an attempt to
secure a unilateral advantage. To do so, they are using
economic sanctions, blackmail, threats, ultimatums
and direct pressure, including the use of military force,
as was the case during interventions in Yugoslavia in
1999, Iraq in 2003 and Libya in 2011. The peoples

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These goals, according to the Foreign Policy Concept,
must be achieved solely on the basis of respect for
international law, primarily, its components such as
the principle of sovereign equality of states, non-
interference in internal affairs, respect for the right
of the peoples to determine their own future without
outside interference, peaceful settlement of disputes
and a prohibition on the threat or use of force. These
are the principles of the UN Charter.

When we analyze the activities of the UN General
Assembly after each of its annual sessions, we can
easily see that the vast majority of UN member states
adopt positions that are identical to Russia’s. | believe
it is simply ridiculous in the current situation to claim
that the policy of Washington or Brussels seeking
to “isolate” Russia has yielded any results. We never
act out of resentment and are always open to candid
discussions with our partners in the East, South or
West provided such discussions are based on equality
and respect for each other’s interests, and also seek
to find solutions to controversial issues based on a
balance of interests.

Thesecondimportantaspectinterms of soft power
has to do with non-governmental organizations
(NGOs). Here in Russia we actively encourage the
development of NGOs in the sphere of international
relations. We have built partnerships with non-
profits interested in foreign policy, and have been
maintaining our ties with them. Unfortunately,
there are not so many of them. For example, just
over sixty Russian organizations have been granted
consultative status by the United Nations Economic
and Social Council (ECOSOC). It is not that we do
not assist them in obtaining this recognition. We
are always there for those of them who would
like to be granted this status. Sixty is quite a good
result. There used to be very few organizations of
this kind. At the same time, there are thousands of
Western NGOs that were granted this status by UN
agencies. So Russia’s civil society has a lot of room
for improvement. We are proactive in our efforts
to encourage the NGO community to work on
international matters. Foreign Ministry departments
hold monthly meetings with the corresponding
NGOs, and my deputies are holding meetings with
representatives of NGOs on a more or less quarterly
basis. There is also an annual meeting that | attend
to sum up the results of these interactions and to
discuss what the NGOs need and how the Foreign
Ministry can assist them in their efforts.

The media have to be mentioned among the soft
power tools. There are a lot of questions here. On
a level playing field, Russian NGOs, even though
they are not as numerous, are serious competitors
and can effectively stand up for justice, truth and
international law. Unfortunately, these are not the
principles pursued and preached by many Western
NGOs who do not shun away from various dirty tricks

In so many cases these NGOs are established and
financed by the state. Most of the leading American
NGOs receive funding from the United States Agency

for International Development (USAID) which
in turn gets its funding from the US budget. The
International Republican Institute and the National
Democratic Institute rely on government support in
one way or another. These structures provide funding
to multiple organizations working on specific aspects
of international affairs.

Question: UN member countries, including Russia,
have signed the Sustainable Development Goals.
Which of these 17 goals is a priority for Russia and will
lead to a rapid transition to a cyclical economy? Will
international environmental committees be formed?

Sergey Lavrov: All the 17 goals are our priority,
because it is very important to avoid breaking this
compromise package, which can only be implemented
entirely when there is progress on all of the 17 goals.
Our Western colleagues seem tempted to “extract”
the goals that suit them best and announce their
priorities. For example, the SDGs include matters
concerning human rights. For obvious reasons, the
West is focusing its attention on those, regularly
proposing at various forums solutions that would
put human rights almost above all other goals. This is

not right. Moreover, they interpret human rights only
in the civil-political sense. But the socioeconomic
human rights are no less legitimate in international
law. There are two key international covenants -
the International Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights and the International Covenant on Economic,
Social and Cultural Rights. It is worth mentioning
that the US is not a party to the latter covenant.
Our Western partners are trying, in every possible
way, to muffle, belittle the social and economic
rights at the UN platforms, although it would be in
their interests to address these rights. Especially
now, with the persisting migration crisis, Europe is
showing dissatisfaction with various socioeconomic
reforms. If we take the UN documents, they stipulate
socioeconomic rights of developing countries. But
the ultra-liberal Western-centric model has proved
incapable of resolving the economic problems of
humanity, incapable of promoting a rise in living
standards everywhere, alleviating social problems or
accelerating economic growth. This model focuses
on living at the expense of others. The actions that
we are now witnessing, attempts to maintain their
dominance, to secure advantages in the economy
and other spheres by unscrupulous methods - this
is the policy where the selfish desire to live at the
expense of others is manifested.

uniform approach to the implementation of the UN
Sustainable Development Goals, with emphasis
on creating a foundation for addressing material
problems, the development of all mankind.

It is necessary to help the Third World countries, at
least out of pure pragmatism. Europe began to suffer
from an influx of migrants after NATO thoughtlessly
and illegally bombed Libya, violating the UN
Security Council resolutions. There is an interesting
observation when it comes to economics and trade.
When they started to think about how to deal with
the migrants, they realized that the problem of where
to move them and on what criteria has just added to
the problem on the ground - at the source of this
situation. So they began to talk about the need to help
African countries create jobs. Where has this led to?
Unfortunately, nowhere. Most of the jobs in Africa,
the source of the flow of migrants to Europe, are in
agriculture. So to create more jobs there, competitive
opportunities for African farm products need to be
provided. Europeans cannot do this and are unlikely to
be able to, because one of the pillars the EU relies on
is huge subsidies pumped into European agriculture.
They subsidize their farming, creating one-sided
advantages on the food markets. If these subsidies
were removed, African farm produce would have an
opportunity to compete fairly. But Europe cannot do
this. It is a vicious circle. And food security is also one
of the Sustainable Development Goals.

We support addressing the SDGs in a complex and
not artificially isolating specific aspects from the long
and carefully agreed package.

As regards organizations, the Green Climate
Fund has been established under the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change
(Russia is a party to it), to which we make voluntary
contributions. The latest installment was about $3
million. This is not much, but it underscores our
commitment to working together to address climate
change and environmental issues in general.

that needs to be done locally. This is why targeted
efforts of regions towards adapting and fostering the
2030 Agenda in people’s minds and in the real life are
so important.

Seventeen sustainable development goals and 169
tasks set by the 2030 Agenda continue the work
started by the Millennium Development Goals and
finalize the achievement of outstanding objectives.
They envisage human rights for all, gender equality,
and women’s empowerment. They are multifaceted
and indivisible, and they balance all three components
of sustainable development: economic, social and
environmental. Everyone, every region of our country,
the entire country, and the entire world needs this to
happen, and the only way to achieve these goals is
through joint action.

The 2030 Agenda puts all countries on the track
of sustainable development, and dedicates them

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to global development and mutually advantageous
cooperation, which could bring huge benefits to all
countries and regions of the world.

What is special about the implementation of the
Sustainable Development Goals on the national and
regional levels?

The successful implementation of the Sustainable
Development Goals depends on the national
sustainable development policy, plans, and programs,
as well as on plans and actions of regions in the
case of Russia. Naturally, the active sustainable
development policy of the federal authorities will be
fostering this course in regions. However, one should
not forget that every territory has its own practices,
laws, culture, and developmental level, which leads to
the variety of forms of the Sustainable Development
Goals’ adaptation and implementation by regions. By
arough comparison, Russia is a world of more and less
developed countries (regions) with their own tasks
and issues which, however, have spoken in favor of
the joint sustainable development course.

The 2030 Agenda recognizes the need for an active
global partnership supporting national efforts. The
partnership between regions bears equal significance
in the context of our country.

Four years have passed since the adoption of the
2030 Agenda. How successful Russia has been in the
achievement of the Sustainable Development Goals?
In which areas are we making much headway, and
which should we focus on?

Last year, colleagues from the Russian Presidential
Academy of National Economy and Public
Administration, A.G. Sakharov, and O.l. Kolmar,
published a remarkable article entitled “Prospects
of the Implementation of the UN Sustainable
Development Goals in Russia.” It contains lots of
interesting information, including an answer to
your question. For instance, domestic and foreign
experts affirm that since the early 2000s, the Russian
Federation has been primarily successful in ending

and achieved relevant success in providing quality
education (Goal 4), ensuring sustainable and modern
energy (Goal 7), encouraging job creation (Goal 8),
creating sustainable cities and communities (Goal 11),
and combating of climate change (Goal 13). There is
a lot to be done for achieving gender equality (Goal
5), ensuring availability and sustainable management
of water and sanitation (Goal 6), creating sustainable
infrastructure (Goal 9), preserving eco-systems (Goals
14 and 15), ensuring sustainable consumption and
production patterns (Goal 12), and bringing together
national governments, civil society, and the private
sector (Goal 17).

Russia is having most difficulties with healthcare
and wellbeing (Goal 3), promotion of peaceful
and inclusive societies (Goal 16), and reduction
of inequalities in income and low living standards

In the opinion of authors of the Report on Human
Development in the Russian Federation (the 2016
Analytical Report), the existent Russian strategic
documents, including the Economic Security Strategy
and the Environmental Security Strategy endorsed
in 2017, do not ensure sustainability and need to be
supplemented with additional measures, which will
integrate the content of the Sustainable Development
Goals into the national development agenda. The
document entitled “Key Focus Areas of the Activity
of the Government of the Russian Federation in the
Period until 2024,” which was adopted in September
2018, is the foundation of medium-term strategic
planning.

Russia has yet to adopt documents dedicated
exclusively to the implementation of the Sustainable
Development Goals the way they were approved by

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The implementation of the Sustainable
Development Goals requires cooperation and
assistance of all interested sides, such as the
government, civil society, the private sector, academy
members, and others. So, each of them has a role and
a significance.

The comprehensive and extensive nature of the
2030 Agenda requires the simultaneous engagement
of a broad range of scientists from various areas for
the purpose of interdisciplinary analysis.

The Scientific and Technological Major Group is
an example of substantive participation of scientists
in the sustainable development program. The
scientific community is represented in the group
by a non-governmental organization established
in 1931, the International Science Council that
unites national academic organizations (including
the Russian Academy of Sciences) and over 30
international science associations, the International
Social Science Council, established under the
UNESCO in 1952 as an academic organization, and
the World Federation of Engineering Organizations.
The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development
adopted by the United Nations in 2015 tasked
the Scientific and Technological Major Group with
telling governments, politicians, and the general
public which of the 17 goals are achievable from the
point of view of global knowledge and the scientific-
and-technical potential.

The process of institutionalization of the world
scientific community enables international non-
governmental science organizations to be new actors
of global politics. Above all, this is the InterAcademy
Council founded in 2000, which unites national
academies of sciences of nearly 20 countries
providing scientific analysis for the needs of the UN,
the IBRD, and other international organizations. This
is also the Group on Earth Observation involving
representatives of more than a hundred countries,
which is gathering and processing environmental

information. Besides, there is the Future Earth
organization doing in the field of
preservation of bio-diversity, biogenesis, and solar
system analysis and modeling.

Obviously, this kind of activity of science NGOs and
groups of scientists does not detract the expert role of
traditional scientific organizations: academies of sciences,
research centers, and science institutes, including the
ones established at universities. For instance, research
institutes attached to the Russian Academy of Sciences'’
Department of Global Problems and International
Relations serve as “think tanks” in a variety of international
topics, including the 2030 Agenda.

As to what Russia can do to improve such activity,
it can continue to blur lines in the dialogue and

You are the rector of a leading national university,
the MFA of Russia MGIMO, which Henry Kissinger
described as “Russian Harvard” and which you called
“the most international university of Russia,” in your
interview of May 6, 2019. Please tell whether the
2030 Agenda is included in its educational process?

The achievement of the Sustainable Development
Goals requires skilled specialists, who can provide
effective management of a range of economic,
social, and environmental risks on the national
and supranational levels. Our university is training
such specialists on every level of higher education.
There are relevant bachelor, masters, and post-
graduate courses and programs, for instance, the
master’s program, “State Management of Sustainable
Development,” whose graduates are sought after by
government agencies, the business community, and
leading consulting and international organizations.
During their school vyears, students learn about
ways to maximize corporate revenue on the basis of
sustainable development principles. Also students are
taught how to build effective relationships between
business, the government, and the non-governmental
sector. An ambitious task of this program is to raise the
future national political elite, which will be elaborating
and implementing the economic policy for the sake
of sustainable economic growth and development.
Another example of the presence of the 2030 Agendain
our educational process is the Russian-British master’s
program, “Sustainable Development and Strategic
Management in Energy,” which was launched by the
International Energy Policy and Diplomacy Institute
(MIEP) of the MFA of Russia MGIMO jointly with the
University of St. Andrew (the UK), and the bachelor’s
course “Sustainable Development of the Modern
World” offered by the Department of Integrated
International Ecological Problems and Wildlife.

It is a project of the MGIMO Economic
Club Oeconomicus, which is implemented with the
support of the MGIMO Development Fund and
gives active young people a unique chance to discuss
solutions to topical problems in various spheres of
public life and to change the global situation for
the better by joint efforts. We also hold Sustainable
Development Weeks organized by MGIMO Goes
Green and other student clubs of the university.

investments in constituent territories of the Russian
Federation directly depends on their achievement
of the SDGs. The integration into the UN system’s
programs is the main mechanism of using global
economic and financial resources for developing
constituent territories of the Russian Federation.

How many regions and which of them exactly
have taken part in the program? Which decisions,
activities, and initiatives of the participatory regions
could you describe as the most positive, so-called
“life hacks” for their successors?

As of this year, such territories as the Irkutsk region,
the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), Yugra, the Republic of
Karachayevo-Cherkessia, the Astrakhan region, the
Kamchatka Territory, the Perm Territory, the Tambov
region, the Krasnodar Territory, the Krasnoyarsk
Territory, the Sverdlovsk region, Moscow, and the
Republic of Tatarstan have taken part in the program,
or, to be more precise, are still participating in it.

All these regions have incepted and demonstrated
remarkable projects consistent with the sustainable
development logic. Their projects have been duly
presented at the UN Headquarters and at the
meeting with the UN secretary general. For instance,
the 2018 program involved two regions, Moscow
and the Sverdlovsk region. These are very potent
regions. Moscow ranked first in the 2018 UN rating
of electronic services; it surpassed 40 world capitals,
while Yekaterinburg was named a candidate for
hosting the Expo 2025 and designated as the host
city of the 2019 World Cities Day organized under the
aegis of the UN-Habitat. These are the achievements
and successes displayed by the regions during their
representation at the UN Headquarters.

It is important to highlight the achievements of
our regions. Not to report, but to represent, present
one'’s region. We have quite a few achievements!
The world knows little about them, but we still have

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things to boast. We are way better in many areas, but
our PR skills are insufficient, in contrast to those of
our Western colleagues, and this factor lets us down.
However, we do have things to be proud of, and it is
important that we speak about them more often and
at a greater length. The program “Russian Regions
and Sustainable Development Goals” is a perfect
chance to highlight the achievements of one’s region,
to establish new contacts in UN agencies, and to start
or to continue a partnership.

What priorities does the UNA-Russia have in the
implementation of this program?

The activity of the UNA of Russia should be
proportionate to its real significance in ensuring the
foreign political interests of Russia and should rely
on proper coordination of actions with every power
branch and relevant agency. The Foreign Ministry of
the Russian Federation provides expert consultations
on the preparation and fulfillment of the program; it
also helps the UNA of Russia prepare for presenting
a report and regional projects at the UN New York
Headquarters or the office of the Russian missions
to the United Nations.

— the assistance in the development of international,
including UN, representative offices in constituent
territories of the Russian Federation.

The UNA of Russia makes an input in the Russian
effort towards higher manageability of international
development, and creation of a self-regulatory
international system represented by Russian regions
in the geographic and civilization dimensions
and fulfilled with due account of the central and
coordinating role of the United Nations. To this end,
the UNA of Russia will be stepping up interaction
between Russian regions and UN agencies, including
via various bodies and dialogue platforms.

Secondly, international economic and environmental
cooperation

Russia is making a substantial contribution to the
provision of global economic and financial stability by
the high rates of its economic growth, which is largely
based on the expanding domestic demand, natural
resources, and accumulated financial means.

The UNA of Russia is set to actively promote the
formation of the fair and democratic global trade,
economic, and monetary architecture for the sake
of full-fledged and effective participation of Russian
regions.

The key priority of the UNA of Russia in the field
of international economic relations is the assistance
in fulfilling the Russian policy of national economic
development amid globalization through the
equitable involvement of Russian regions in the global
economic system. In order to achieve this objective,
the UNA of Russia:

| have no doubt that UN Secretary General Antonio
Guterres, who has proclaimed higher efficiency and
debureaucratization of the UN, also affirms the
importance of civil society’s role.

At the same time, we should not substitute the
intergovernmental nature of the UN. An international
public evaluation of the vast 2030 Agenda can be
accomplished only by civil society, academicians, and
business.

What is more, certain members of civil society,
among them the UNA of Russia, are facilitating
the understanding of the UN activity and possible
cooperation areas on the local level.

Over five years, the
republic had travelled a long way and continues to
be one of the best regions in the Russian Federation.

The Republic of Tatarstan is a small-area (the 44th
of 85 Russian regions) and heavily populated (the 8th
of 85 regions) constituent territory in the center of
the European Russia - a major industrial region of the
Russian Federation. In 2019, Tatarstan was the fourth
in the quality of life ranking of the Russian regions.
In this detailed report, we present the sustainable
development activities and long-term plans until
2030.

GOAL 1. END POVERTY IN ALL ITS FORMS
EVERYWHERE

One of the social and economic development
priorities in the Republic of Tatarstan is the growth
of personal income, first of all, wages, a major income
source.

Over the last five years, Tatarstan had been the
leading region in the Volga Federal Okrug in terms
of wage level and high employment level (61.9% in
2018 as compared to 59.8% for Russia, and 3.3%
general unemployment level, or lower than average
for Russia (4.8%)).

We believe that these indicators to the fullest
degree reflect positive results of the republican
social policy and its contribution in the elimination of
poverty.

The 2014-2018 data show dynamics of growth
of average monthly wages of employees of business
entities and enterprises, including small businesses
(from RUR 28,3 thousand in 2014 to RUR 35,2
thousand in 2018).

In December 2018, pursuant to Order of the
Ministry of Labor and Social Protection No. 748
of 29.11.2018, eight constituent territories of the
Russian Federation launched pilot projects aimed
at the achievement by 2024 of national social and
economic development goals to increase real income
and reduce by half poverty level.

According to government statistics, the proportion
of people with below minimum subsistence level
cash income in Tatarstan is 7.2% or 280.4 (13.2% or
19.3 bIn for Russia generally).

Government social assistance is provided under

a social contract in the form of cash payments

(monthly social allowance, one-time payment) and

social services under a developed social adaptation

program. In 2014-2018, the number of social

contracts in actual fact increased 13.5-fold (394

contracts in 2014, 574 in 2015, 758 in 2016, 1,082

in 2017, and 5,303 in 2018). By 2018, the number

of beneficiaries had increased from 1,457 to 18,355.

The social adaptation program for recipients of
government social assistance under social contracts
provided for the following activities: registration with
employment service bodies for the purpose of job
search, vocational training and retraining, individual

entrepreneurship, private subsidiary farming,
social services (psychological and legal assistance,
education services) and many other activities aimed
at overcoming a difficult life situation (purchase of

The Republic of Tatarstan has taken drastic efforts
to improve the targeted nature of social support and
enforcement of normative acts.

New social support measures will take effect in
2020:

e the monthly benefit in the amount of difference
between the subsistence minimum and the
average per-capita income of families with five
children or more;

e free kindergarten services for families with per-
capita income smaller than the subsistence
minimum;

e electronic certificates for 10,000 rubles worth
of medicines per year for children younger than
three in families with incomes smaller than the
subsistence minimum;

e enlarged monthly benefit for children with
disabilities younger than 18 who need constant
care (assistance, supervision).

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GOAL 2. END HUNGER, ACHIEVE FOOD
SECURITY AND IMPROVED NUTRITION AND
PROMOTE SUSTAINABLE AGRICULTURE

The Republic of Tatarstan can satisfy in full
domestic demand for major agricultural products:
grain, vegetables, potatoes, sugar beet, milk and
meat. Economic affordability of food products
for local population is regulated by the 2017
regional law on food security. The cost of market
(minimum) food basket per month is about one
qguarter of the minimum wage (RUR 3,563.64 to
RUR 12,000).

By volume of gross agricultural output, Tatarstan
is first among the Volga Federal Okrug regions and
fourth in Russia. Agriculture accounts for 5.6% of the
gross regional product (the fifth sector in order of
importance).

With only 2.4% of Russia’s farmland, the Republic of
Tatarstan produces 4.2% of total Russian agricultural
output, being first in marketable milk production (1.9

min tons in 2018), a leader in grain production (Top
10: 3.7 min tons), sugar beet (Top 10: 2.1 min tons),
potatoes (Top 2: 1.2 mlIn tons), and cattle and poultry
meat (Top 10: 521,100 tons).

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Farm produce is in demand both on domestic and
external markets. Some enterprises export their
products, with the share of food product export 1.2%
of the total output. The main import items are live
animals and vegetables and fruits unavailable in the
republic.

Tatarstan has a developed domestic farm produce
market and the system of government investments
for purchase of grain. All major cities conduct
agricultural fairs. In 2018, they sold products worth
RUR 2.27 bin.

Agricultural businesses are substantially supported
at the regional level. Agricultural distribution and
logistics support, processing and credit cooperatives
are established in order to improve small farm
infrastructure. In 2018, small agricultural businesses
were supported in 24 areas for the total amount of
RUR 2.1 bin: grants to peasant (farm) enterprises
(PFE) and agricultural consumer co-operatives
(ACC) (RUR 878 mln), personal subsidiary plots
(PSP) subsidies (RUR 528 min), unrelated support
(RUR 216 mln), farm equipment subsidies (RUR 95
min), access ways (RUR 15 mln), subsidies for cattle
breeding (RUR 186 min) and plant growing (RUR 68
min). In 2018, 170 PFEs received grants, 273 PSP
mini-farms were built, 24 cooperatives received
grants for RUR 317 miln, including 11 startups - for
RUR 50 min.

The family farm development program is actively
promoted. In 2018, there were 1,240 such farms, of

Financing of the program for support of starter
farmers is increasing - from RUR 175 min in 2017
to RUR 277 min in 2018. In 2017, there were 198
requests for grants with 75 winners, while in 2018 -
181 requests and 124 winners.

To improve the quality of training of farm workers, the
republic has formed an educational agro-industry cluster,
which is an example of mutually beneficial co-operation
of agricultural institutions and employers - big investors
and agroindustrial firms. The cluster includes the Federal
State Budget-Funded Educational Institution for Higher
Education Kazan State Agrarian University, Federal
State Budget-Funded Educational Institution for Higher
Education Bauman Kazan State Academy of Veterinary
Medicine, 21 vocational education establishments and
seven agrarian resource centers.

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Agricultural climatic conditions are moderately
favorable for agriculture. Tatarstan has sufficient
agricultural land. AIC area is 68,000 km?, of them
farmland - 4.5 min hectares, and ploughland - 3.4 min
hectares. Soil composition is favorable for farming and
ensures high crops, including fodder for cattle breeding.
Tatarstan has enough water resources to meet the
needs of agriculture, in particular, plant growing.

Agricultural equipment and capital stock of
farm businesses is upgraded. Based on production
capacities of agricultural holdings, new storage
facilities are built, full-scale manufacturing facilities
are commissioned and modernized, and agricultural
vehicles pool is renewed. In 2017, agricultural
equipment purchases amounted to RUR 6 bln, in
2018 - another RUR 4 bin.

two years alone, the share of people systematically
going in for sports increased by 6%.

Based on the results of the All-Russian Competition
of the Ministry for Sport, Tourism and Youth Policy of
the Russian Federation by popular voting, Tatarstan
was first in the category “The Best Constituent
Territory of the Russian Federation in the Area of
Physical Fitness and Sports in 2018".

In the All-Russian Review Competition for Physical
Fitness and Sports Organization in Constituent
Territories of the Russian Federation, Tatarstan was:

first in the category “Share of People Engaged in
Economy Going in for Physical Fitness and Sports” in
the Volga Federal Okrug;

second in the category “Adaptive Sports” in the
ranking of constituent territories of the Russian
Federation.

About 25% of Tatarstan’s population annually take
part in popular mass competitions - both national (Ski
Track of Russia, Cross-Country Run of the Nation),
and regional (Timerman).

Today, Tatarstan has more than 11,000 sports
facilities, every municipal entity has swimming
pools, ice stadiums, sports centers, and universal
sports grounds. There are 44 covered ice palaces
with artificial ice in the republic, they include 46 ice
arenas. Ice palaces operate in 29 municipalities, and
14 ice palaces are located in Kazan.

“Due to the work carried out here, Tatarstan
is by right the sportiest region developing both
grassroots and professional sports”, said P.A.
Kolobkov, Minister of Sports of the Russian
Federation, addressing the meeting on 12 October
2019. Access to sports facilities in Tatarstan is
open both for professional athletes and amateurs.
Sports facilities inherited from the 2013 Summer
Universiade, 2015 World Aquatics Championship,
2018 World Football Cup and dozens of other sport
events at the world, European and national levels,
are regularly used.

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The republic is continuously developing children’s
and teenage sports and is training sports reserve
teams. There are about 170 sports organizations,
which had 89,305 students in the school year
2018/2019, or 1,881 students more than in the
previous year. There are 370 athletes from Tatarstan
in Russian Olympic teams in addition to 54 in non-
Olympic sports teams. Their total number is 424.

Tatarstan holds a significant number of sports
events every year. The republic is proud of the fact
that the University Games 2013 and the World
Aquatics Championships 2015 have been recognized
by relevant federations as all-time best. Meanwhile,
Kazan has been named the best host city of the FIFA
World Cup 2018.

Please note for better understanding of the
scale of events that the Republic of Tatarstan
hosted 14 European and international events, 15
championships and 20 competitions of Russia,
10 Russian sports cups, and over 800 republican
sports events in 2019. According to international
federations, all of those events were well governed.
What is more, Kazan attracts athletes from all over

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While developing sports, the republic gives much
attention to the younger generation. The republic
ranked first amongst regions of the Volga Federal
District and second amongst Russian constituent
territories in the 2018 national youth policy rating.

In addition, the republic is implementing measures
against socially negative phenomena, including those
taken on memorable dates. About 2,000 events are
held each year, and every one of them involves up to
20,000 people on the average.

Forinstance, the World Senior Citizen's Day annually
includes over 250 events, each involving about 20,000
people, and the International Day of Persons with
Disabilities is observed with over 180 events.

Some 18.8% or 54,116 persons with disabilities
are engaged in adaptive physical education and
sports programs in the Republic of Tatarstan, which
corresponds to the targets of the republican and
federal programs. Each year, the republic hosts
dozens of championships and competitions involving
people with disabilities, and some republican teams,
such as wheelchair basketballers, are internationally
acclaimed and have won prizes in Russia. About
2,000 persons from 24 municipalities of the republic
took part in the events of 2018.

For over 25 years, the Republic of Tatarstan has
been organizing summer vacation and wellness
programs for children and teenagers. Specialized
shifts were arranged by children’s wellness camps in
2018 for over 500 children and teenagers with health
problems, such as sensory and mental disorders,
diabetes, and autism.

Physical education and sports have been given
a boost in the senior age group. More than 1,200
events were held in 2018 for 41,000 senior citizens.
Older persons demonstrate an increasing demand for
new knowledge about ways to preserve and improve
their health and to prevent diseases, as well as for
physical training. The trend is supported by sport
infrastructure created in every municipality of the

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achieving the modern quality of education, its
conformity with the relevant and future needs of the
individual, society and the state. A lot has been done
in this direction, and thanks to this, Tatarstan remains
one of the leading regions in the Russian Federation
in many respects. The Republic takes an active
part in the implementation of the national project
«Education», one of the goals of which is to improve
the quality of school education.

Tatarstan has the national education system,
including the ramified system of educational
institutions that implement education programs
subject to national diversification and ethnocultural
needs, and relevant human, scientific and
information and methodological The
citizens' rights to education in their native language
are secured by functional pre-school educational
institutions with education in native languages,
general education institutions with education in or
study of native languages, and with ethnocultural
education component.

Since 2012, as per the framework of the state
program of the Russian Federation “Accessible
Environment” the Republic of Tatarstan have been taken
the measures to create a barrier-free environment in
educational institutions.

Support is provided to schools providing education
in the Tatar language, with ethnocultural (Tatar)
education component, and Sunday schools in
constituent territories of the Russian Federation. In
775 preschool educational institutions in Tatarstan
pupils are educated in the Tatar language.

Essential national education initiatives have been
implemented under national programs, such as
“Preservation, Study and Development of National
Languages of the Republic of Tatarstan and Other
Languages in the Republic of Tatarstan for 2014-2020",
“Implementation of the State Nationalities Policy in the
Republic of Tatarstan for 2014-2020" and “Preservation
of National Identity of the Tatar People for 2014-2016".

Preschool education

As of early 2019, Tatarstan had 2,020 functional
preschool educational institutions - 1,809 preschool
educational institutions, 78 primary schools - in
kindergartens and progymnasiums, 133 general
education institutions for preschool children.
Preschool education covers more than 220,000
children, or 67% of total population aged 1-7.

PSlshave 972 compensatory groups - logopedic, for
children with vision, hearing, intellect and locomotor
system disorders for 15,670 children with disabilities;
217 health improvement groups are attended by
4,160 children in need of health improvement. In
2018, seven preschool educational institutions for
785 children were built.

Furthermore, Tatarstan implements the program
for creation of additional places for children aged
from 2 months to 3 years in education institutions

In 2016, an international kindergarten for 225
children was opened in the Special Economic Zone
Innopolis.

General education

From 2012, Tatarstan has been implementing
the program of capital renovation of general
education institutions covering general education
institutions commissioned in or before 1981, with
RUR 2.5 bln annually allocated for the program
implementation.

Secondary General School No. 78 in Privolzhsky
district in Kazan is the resource center of inclusive
education.

In 2018-2019 academic year, Tatarstan had 1,402
functional general education institutions, including
1,319 general education schools and boarding
schools, 52 schools and boarding schools for children
with disabilities, two sanatory boarding schools,
one school for children with deviant behavior, 11
night schools, 15 private schools, one school of the
Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Tatarstan and
one school of the Ministry of Youth Affairs of the
Republic of Tatarstan (1,413 schools in 2017-2018
academic year). They had 416,890 pupils (403,132
in 2017-2018 academic year), and 36,245 teaching
staff, including 31,899 teachers.

General education special (correctional) institutions
for children with disabilities, institutions for children
with deviant behavior, sanatory general education
institutions accounted for 4.0% (55 schools), with
2.0% of children (7,964 pupils).

Over the last three years, the number of pupils
increased (by 5,397 in general education institutions as

However, percentage
of secondary school graduates who continued education
in general education institutions in the last five years
decreased. Importantly, from 2012-2013 school year,
the percentage of second session pupils decreased.

Using the Singapore model, Tatarstan established
the network of Schools of Excellence with the
aim of creating innovative management and
schoolteachers’ teams in five directions promoting
efficient education.

In 2015, the Republican Olympiad Center was
opened as a focal point of the republican Olympiad
movement.

In 2013-2018, Tatarstan held
Competitions.

Tatarstan was one of the first in Russia to use
e-textbooks. The Federal Digital School Project
launched in 2018 is implemented within the
large-scale project “Modern Digital Educational
Environment in the Russian Federation” and is
designed until 2025.

The implementation of the education project
“Yandex.Lyceum” for teaching Python, one of the
most popular and relevant programming languages in
the world, to 8-9-year pupils continues. As from the
current school year, the number of Yandex.Lyceum
students is to increase to 1,000. Teachers are being
employed for 2019-2020 and 2020-2021 school
years. Various educational online platforms are
increasingly introduced.

Schools connection to the National Open School
online platform for interactive education well proven
in constituent territories of the Russian Federation
is considered. The portal contains more than 10,000
video teaching aids, trainings, tests and other
materials developed based on school programs for
1 to 11 grades. Besides, the educational resource
offers content and services for teachers’ community
promoting sharing of experience and professional
development.

Additional education

Additional education for children is provided
by additional education institutions in the areas
of education, culture, sports, and youth activities.
Additional education potential is intensively used
in general education and preschool educational
institutions, and in vocational education. In 2018,
additional education programs were used in 2,063
organizations (1,889 in 2017 and 1,705 in 2016);
669,700 children aged 3 to 18, or 3.7% more than in
the previous year, studied under additional education
programs in all areas. As of 01.01.2018, additional
education coverage was 81.9% of the total population
aged 5-18.1n 2018, the number of students aged 5-18
who studied under additional education programs in
all areas was 606,220 (583, 343 in 2017 and 530,045
in 2016).

The most popular additional education programs
were art classes (28.9%), social pedagogics classes
(23.6%) and physical fitness and sports classes

In 2018, education for 73.8% of students (74.6% in
2017) was budget funded.

To identify gifted and talented young people,

the state budget-funded additional education
institution “Republican Center for Out-of-School
Work” annually conducts, according to relevant
plans, more than 150 events for pupils in the
following directions: technical, physical fitness and
health improvement, arts, tourism and local history,
social pedagogics, and natural sciences. Many
of such events are multilevel and their winners
and runners-up may take part in all-Russian and
international competitions.

Working with gifted children and young people,
including early career guidance, development
individualization and involvement in social
and economic sphere, is based on the existing
networking model of the Ministry of Education
and Science of the Republic of Tatarstan and
Ministry of Industry and Trade of the Republic of
Tatarstan for implementation of the “Interagency
Plan of Measures (Roadmap) to Develop Children’s

There are innovative
enterprises that practice offering of appointments to
talented youth based on interaction with educational
institutions. KAMAZ has agreements for targeted
education of talented youth with Kazan Federal
University, L.B. Vasiliev Kamsk State Automotive
Technical School (100 students received targeted
support in 2018), JSC Kazan Electrotechnical Plant
and A.N. Tupolev Kazan Research Technical University
(9 students), JSC Kazan Optical Mechanical Plant and
A.N. Tupolev Kazan Research Technical University (4
students).

Development of higher education

In 2018-2019 academic year, Tatarstan had 46
functional higher education institutions, including
26 parent educational institutions (15 state-run
and 11 private) and 20 branches of educational
institutions (14 state-run and six private, 13 branches
of republican higher education institutions and 7
branches of higher education institutions of the
Russian Federation).

At the beginning of 2018-2019 academic year,
higher education institutions had 146,823 students
(1.9% reduction as against 2017-2018 academic
year, including:

e State-run universities - 126,544 students;
e Private universities (with branches) - 20,279
students.

The number of foreign students tends to increase.
In 2018-2019 academic year, Tatarstan’s institutes of
higher learning had 12,718 students from 15 CIS and
106 non-CIS countries, 32% more than in 2017-2018
academic year.

The number of prospective students from
among winners and runners-up of all-Russian and
international school Olympiads is increasing (66 in
2015, 70in 2016, 75 in 2017, 99 in 2018).

Federal University was 439th in QS World University
Rankings, more than 100 points up over the last three
years.

In the Times Higher Education World University
Rankings - Education for more than 400 universities,
Kazan Federal University was ranked within “101-
125", approaching 100 world best universities. KFU
is first among Russian universities, leaving behind
Moscow State University (“151-175"), largely due to
high ‘Citations’ performance indicator.

Development of secondary vocational education.
Training of skilled workforce for digital economy

Improvement of the system of training skilled
workforce for current and future needs of economy
is a priority in the development of the republican
vocational education and training system.

In 2014, the program for establishing resource
centers was launched. To improve the quality of
training, the program has concentrated the best
education materials and teaching aids, human
and material and technical resources, educational
buildings and workshops were renovated, and
training equipment provided. As of the beginning
of 2019, Tatarstan had 31 resource centers for
training skilled workforce, and their number is to be
increased to 37 by the end of the year. The centers
are attracting the best prospective students from
Tatarstan and other Russian regions.

To implement the resource centers program (capital
repairs and purchase of equipment), the republican
budget allocated more than RUR 4.3 bin. Key partners
in the creation and development of resource centers are
leading branch enterprises. A successful form of efficient
interaction between educational institutions and industry
is dual education practiced in Tatarstan from 2014.

Therefore, resource
centers focus on flexible response to recruiters’
demand for new competences and short-term training
and retraining. Thus, in 2018, short-term professional
training was provided to more than 20,000 persons.

At the same time, investors ready to introduce
new technologies make quite strict requirements to
qualifications of both key personnel and rank and file.
Therefore, «workforce of the future” means, above all,
specialists ready to master and introduce into their
professional activities modern, including information,
technologies.

Surely, an important line of resource centers
work is testing of innovative education technologies
and introduction of WorldSkills standards.

Sakhalinsk in 2018, having won 71 medals, of them
33 gold, considerably more than in 2017.

The Russian team was the first in EuroSkills
Budapest 2018, having won more gold medals than
the other 29 participating countries.

A significant contribution in the overall Russian
result in WorldSkills International 2019 hosted by
Kazan in August 2019 was made by competitors
from Tatarstan - one gold medal, one silver

medal, one bronze medal and eight Medallions of

Average age of women
is 41 years, and life expectancy - about 79 years.

Thus, during
the last five years, the share of young people and the
share of women in registered unemployed tended
to decrease (from 20.3% to 15.1% and from 60.3%

In 2018, Tatarstan forthe first timeimplemented the
federal education project aimed at the development
and support of women’s entrepreneurship “Mother
Entrepreneur”, in which 33 women participated. The
project had been developed specifically for women
on maternity leave, mothers of minor children and
women registered with employment service. The
project was supported by the Ministry of Economy of
the Republic of Tatarstan and NCO “Fund for Support
of Entrepreneurship of the Republic of Tatarstan”. The
project goal is to help women start their own business
and turn into reality business ideas which they failed
to implement on their own.

GOAL 6. ENSURE ACCESS TO WATER AND
SANITATION FOR ALL

The total water-surface area in Tatarstan is 4,400 km?
or 6.4% of the entire territory. Surface water resources
are characterized by arterial drainage, big rivers - Volga,
Kama, their tributaries Vyatka, Belaya and Sviyaga - and
a number of other middle and minor rivers: in all, 4,098
rivers, of them 3,686 are minor rivers no more than 10
km long. The total river system length is 19,632.5 km.

Lakes, presently more than 8,500 of them, are an
integral part of hydrographic network and landscape.

In Tatarstan, there are more than 7,000 bogs, largely
lowland bogs, developed in bottomland and low
terraces above the flood-plain. Bogs and bog covered
areas occupy 0.75% of the territory - 506 km?.

In the Volga Federal Okrug, Tatarstan is first in
terms of the total area of lakes and artificial lakes and
third in terms of lake basins.

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In January-June 2019, power plants in Tatarstan
generated 13,681.6 min kWh of electric energy, or
14% more than in the same period in 2018.

In the first half of 2019, power consumption in
Tatarstan’s power network was 15,225.9 min kWh, or
1.9% more than in the same period in 2018.

Thus, in 2018, the completion of modernization
of Kazan TPP-1 JSC “Tatenergo” by construction of
a vapor-gas plant enabled to introduce additional
246 Mwatt of electric power, thus increasing
energy generation generally and cutting specific
fuel consumption for production. Presently, JSC
“Tatenergo” continues developing the project for
modernization of Zainsk HEPS by construction of a
vapor-gas plant with a capacity of 1600-1700 Mwatt
under a new program of modernization of thermal
power stations.

By 2021, OJSC TAIF plans to construct a vapor-
gas plant with a capacity of up to 495 Mwatt at PJSC
Nizhnekamskneftekhim in cooperation with Siemens.

In 2018, works were carried out aimed at improving
reliability of energy supply and preparing electric-
power infrastructure and sports facilities for 2018
World Football Cup. Thus, one of the undertakings
that completed the preparation to the Cup was the
construction of the 10 kV underground power cable
line “Krylovka - RTP-109” that ensured stable and
reliable electric power supply to sports facilities, one
of the components of successful conducting of World
Football Cup to a high standard.

At the same time, in 2018, OJSC “Grid Company”
launched and has been implementing major and
economically important projects, such as large-
scale modernization with equipment replacement
of 220 kV Zelenodolskaya substation, and
modernization of 110 kV Portovaya substation
undertaken to improve reliability of electric
power supply to Kazan downtown subject to
requirements of aesthetic architectural and
construction concept of the city.

10 kV Portovaya substation was commissioned in
June 2019. For Tatarstan’'s power engineers it is the
first experience of construction of a digital substation.
In the short term, another digital power facility, 110
kV Azino substation, is planned to be built in Kazan.

Tatarstan also places high emphasis on alternative
energy forms development using renewable energy
resources, in particular, wind energy. Presently, wind
measurements are carried out, based on the results
or preliminary research, in Kamsko-Ustyinsky, Rybno-
Slobodskoy and Spassky districts. Measurements are
taken at heights up to 100 m. Completion of wind
monitoring annual cycles is planned for mid-2019.

At the end of 2018, Gross Regional Product of the
Republic of Tatarstan was about RUR 2,440.3 bin
or 101.5% in comparable prices to 2017. The main
contributors to economic growth were industrial
production and trade.

Positive dynamics is observed in industrial production:
102% as against 2017, shipping volume - RUR 2,815.6
bln. The share of mining operations in industrial
structure was 24.8%, of manufacturing - 68.8%, supply
of electric energy, gas and vapor, air-conditioning -
5.3%, water supply, water disposal, waste collection and
disposal, elimination of contamination - 1.1%.

In relation to 2017, technical gas sulfur production
increased by 36.7%, diesel fuel - by 33.7%, nonwoven

In 2018, average accrued wage in Tatarstan,
including small businesses, was RUR 35,172.2,
an 8.8% increase as against 2017. Real wages
calculated subject to consumer price index
increased by 6.2%.

Today, the domestic labor market situation
is relatively stable. Tatarstan is notable for high

Three production facilities were commissioned in
2019, namely LLC Avgust-Alabuga manufacturing
plant protection products, LLC TN-Alabuga
manufacturing single component polyurethane
foam, and LLC Transneft-Sintez manufacturing 3,000
tonnes of drag-reducing agents per year. Residents
have invested a total of 132.4 billion rubles (including
8.9 billion rubles invested in 2018), and have created
6, 862 jobs (including 527 jobs in 2018). The volume
of sales revenue cumulatively amounted to 465.8
billion rubles (including 93.1 billion rubles in 2018).

During SEZ ‘Alabuga’ operation period, different

Engineering and
prototyping centers of Tatarstan lay groundwork
for the innovative economic development. Together
with higher education institutions and small and
medium businesses, they promote technological
modernization and substitution of imports with
domestic products and technologies, lay foundation
for the multiplicative effect in the republic, and help
create high-tech enterprises, which draw additional
investments, create jobs, and increase the added
value. Hence, advanced legislation, state-of-the-art
innovative infrastructure, and active state support
have enabled the republic to create an innovative
system and favorable conditions for constant growth
of innovation activities.

GOAL 10. REDUCE INEQUALITY WITHIN AND
AMONG COUNTRIES

Tatarstan has developed a model of multi-ethnicand
multi-confession society, optimal for a multinational
state. Principal values - great production and human
potential, social and political stability, interethnic
and inter-confessional peace and conciliation -
form the basis for further progressive advance and
improvement of the quality of life.

The main nationalities outnumbering the others
are Tatars (53.2%) and Russians (39.7%). The Tatar
and Russian languages are equal official languages.

Other, smaller groups of Tatarstan’s population
are Chuvashes (3.1%), Udmurts (0.6%), Mordovians
(0.5%), Ukrainians (0.5%), Bashkirs (0.4%), Azerbaijanis
(0.3%), Uzbeks (0.2%), Armenians (0.2%), Tajiks (0.2%)
and others (0.6%).

Tatarstan has an extensive system of social support
of population, including 31 federal and 51 republican
benefits. In 2018, such assistance was provided to
about 1.69 min persons.

Households with children account for 33% of all social
protection measures. In total, regional social benefits
were received by 1.46 min persons, of them 1.12 min
targeted assistance recipients, or 77%. In 2015-2018,
targeted assistance amount per year increased 2.6-fold
to RUR 8.4 bin, or 57% of the total amount.

Social and economic development of Tatarstan in
many respects depends on efficient performance
of municipal entities and urban districts. Tatarstan
has Association ‘Council of Municipal Entities of
the Republic of Tatarstan’ founded in March 2006.

Animportant aspect of municipal life isrevitalization
of territorial public administrations (TPAs). In 2003,
Tatarstan had 78 functional TPAs, and by 1 December
2018 - 365 (of them, 37 are incorporated legal
entities). They function in 28 municipal districts and
two urban districts.

Currently, the main TPA activities in municipal
entities are:

e organizational work with population, including
meetings, gatherings, TPA councils;

e land improvement and creation of comfortable
environment for local residents;

e organization and conduct of socially oriented
cultural events.

TPAs in making compensatory payments to their
heads. The total amount of subsidies is RUR 69.3
min allocated as monthly payments to TPA heads in
urban and rural settlements and urban districts (RUR
10,000 and 15,000, respectively). In addition, from
2015, the republican competition ‘Best Territorial
Public Administration of the Year in the Republic of
Tatarstan’ has been held, with grants provided to
winning TPAs. All in all, 480 winners and runners-up
received grants from RUR 160,000 for the fifth place
to RUR 665,000 for the first place.

In many municipalities, due to local community
activities, people take an active part in the self-
taxation program. A priority measure, co-financed due
to self-taxation, is landscaping and public amenities.
In 2018, more than 17% of proceeds were allocated
for these purposes.

An instrument of assessment of the level
achieved in development of municipal districts and
urban districts is the ranking of social and economic
development of municipal entities monthly formed
by the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of
Tatarstan since 2010.

GOAL 11. MAKE CITIES INCLUSIVE, SAFE,
RESILIENT AND SUSTAINABLE

The Republic of Tatarstan is a constituent territory
of the Russian Federation successfully implementing
housing and public infrastructure construction
programs.

Construction sector is a major economic sector
accounting for about 8% of gross value added.
Tatarstanis aleaderin housing commissioningamong
constituent territories of the Russian Federation
(fifth-tenth places from 2001). During the last eight
years, Tatarstan annually put to use about 2.4 mln m?
of housing. According to Tatarstanstat, at the end of
2018, per capita housing commission indicator was
0.62 m2,

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From 2010, due to national programs
implementation, 9,005 social and cultural sites and
agricultural facilities all worth RUR 69.2 bin had been
constructed or thoroughly repaired.

For the purposes of attracting public attention to
overall territory development, improvement and site
landscaping, and creation of comfortable environment
for local residents, President of Tatarstan signed
Executive Order ‘On Declaring 2015 the Year of Parks
and Public Gardens in the Republic of Tatarstan’; 2016
was declared the Year of Water Protection Zones, and
2017 - the Year of Ecology and Public Spaces.

Furthermore, in 2017, the Russian Federation
launched the priority project ‘Development of
Comfortable Urban Environment’ aimed at cardinal
improvement of comfort of urban environment,
better urban environment quality index, reduction
by half, according to this index, of the number of
cities with unfriendly environment, development
of mechanism of direct participation of citizens in
developing comfortable urban environment, and
increased percentage of people involved in urban
environment development decision-making.

The national program “Development of Modern
Urban Environment in the Republic of Tatarstan”
for 2018-2022 is being vigorously implemented.
The program is aimed at the implementation of the
priority project “Development of Comfortable Urban
Environment” under the basic direction of strategic
development of the Russian Federation “Housing and
Communal Services and Urban Environment”.

Neighborhood improvement was carried out under
republican targeted programs for capital repairs
of apartment houses. In 2008-2016, under capital
repairs program, municipal entities repaired 13,729
apartment houses with a total area of 67.9 min m?,
including overall capital repairs in 1,415 houses. As
at the end of May 2019, the amount of work carried
out under the program of capital repairs of apartment
houses was RUR 1,084,989,000, or 18.5%. A total of

are included in the capital repairs program.

From 2011, special attention has been paid to capital
repair of asphalt pavement of courtyards and driveways.
Municipal entities also carry out territory improvement
works under programs of capital repair of courtyards.

One of the main prerequisites for considerable
achievements in housing construction development
was the program of liquidation of ramshackle
buildings. In 1996-2004, the program funding was
RUR 21.135 min, with 2,821,000 m? of housing
built; 49,125 families received comfortable housing
free of charge.

The program of liquidation of ramshackle buildings
was replaced by the socially adapted large-scale
housing social mortgage program. In 2005-2018,
apartment houses with 114,564 apartments with a
total area of 7,244,400 m? were put to use under the
program.

New system of municipal solid waste management

From 1 January 2019, Tatarstan has been
using the new waste management system. The
term “solid domestic waste” has been replaced
by “municipal solid waste” (MSW), and a number
of amendments in federal legislation essentially
changes the mode of operations and builds a
uniform republican system of MSW collection,
removal, processing and disposal.

For the purposes of MSW collection, transportation,
processing, decontamination and disposal, constituent
territories of the Russian Federation held competitive
tenders to select regional operators - legal entities
providing one-stop services and taking full responsibility
from the time of waste loading into dump trucks through
totheirdisposal or placementin landfills. This will help get
the industry under control and strictly monitor all waste
management stages, develop waste separate collection
and recycling, prevent the creation of unauthorized

region. Regional operator status is awarded for no more
than 10 years.

Currently, Tatarstan has five waste sorting
installations that can process 557,000 tons MSW
peryear. By 2022, Tatarstan plans to build six waste
sortinginstallations, five waste transfer stations for
further waste recycling (ecotechnological parks),
five intermunicipal landfills, 39 waste transfer
stations to minimize transportation costs and one
municipal solid waste thermal decontamination
plant.

Summing up, it is fair to say that waste management
is being standardized and its quality has improved.
Earlier, not all municipal entities coped with waste
collection and removal resulting in appearance of
unauthorized landfills and littering. As from the new
year, the service has been provided to all, from big
cities to small villages.

Environmental sustainability of cities

In the last three vyears, Tatarstan has been
demonstrating positive trends in air condition due to
lower negative impact of stationary discharge sources
in towns, which is proved by under plume and route
research results, and to reduction of motor vehicle
pollution confirmed by air examination in highway-
affected areas.

In 2018, excess of permissible pollutants values
in atmospheric air in highway-affected areas was
observed in 1.87% of examined samples, less than in
2016-2017.

Vehicles are a major source of air pollution. In

recent years, the number of vehicles, first of all,

privately owned, has been steadily increasing, thus

increasing negative impact on air in cities and other
populated localities. To reduce negative impact
of vehicles on air, specialists from the Ministry
of Ecology and Natural Resources of the Republic
of Tatarstan together with the State Road Traffic
Safety Inspectorate Department of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs for the Republic of Tatarstan
have been implementing operation “Clear Air”
aimed at strengthening government supervision
over compliance with the established standards of
pollution emissions in exhaust gases.

At the same time, as part of measures to reduce
pollution from mobile sources of emissions, vehicles
are switched to pollution-free motor fuel, first of all,
compressed natural gas.

Tatarstan’s position is that gas-engine fuel market
development, despite the austerity budget, is not
only innovative, ecological and technological in
nature, but also economically feasible. In 2018, 1,688
vehicles used compressed natural gas, which resulted
in 3,000 t/y air emission reduction.

Hardware-software complex “Safe City”

Consistent systematic approach to ensuring public
security, law and order and safe environment in the
context of continued high man-triggered and natural risks
and urbanization trend is a key element of sustainable
social and economic development and increased
investment attractiveness of the Republic of Tatarstan.
Therefore, on 28 December 2018, the Concept of
Building and Developing Hardware-Software Complex
“Safe City” for 2018-2022 was approved.

The purpose of building and developing the
hardware-software complex “Safe City” is an increased
level of public security, law and order and environmental
safety due to substantial improvement of coordination
of forces and services responsible for these tasks by
introducing in municipal entities (in accordance with
common functional and technological standards) of
an integrated information system to forecast, monitor,
warn about and eliminate potential threats and control
emergency or violation response, with integration
under the system control of information and control
subsystems of hotlines, dispatcher offices, and
municipal services for their prompt cooperation in the
best interests of municipal entity.

The Concept provides for continuous video surveillance
in public places, administrative buildings, educational and
cultural institutions, airports, bus and railway terminals,

Currently, it includes 10 innovative smart economy
clusters.

Smart Materials

Within the innovative cluster “Smart Materials”,
it is planned to promote the establishment of new
and development of existing innovative companies
dealing with development, introduction,
production and marketing of new polymer and
composite, nanopatterned materials in close
cooperation with big petro- and gas chemical
and energy business, sectoral science and public
authorities.

Smart Machines

The innovative cluster “Smart Machines” provides
for promotion of the establishment of new and
development of existing innovative companies dealing
with convergence of lines of production of vehicles
and equipment used to manufacture vehicles.

The Robotics Center jointly with Eidos-Robotics
developed the robotic Arm, a manipulator in several
modifications. In 2018, a pilot lot was manufactured,
and in 2019, the manipulator is planned to be
launched into large-scale production.

In 2018, Yandex launched in Innopolis the first in
Europe pilot project - unmanned taxi driving with the
maximum permitted speed, giving way to pedestrians,
and detecting and bypassing obstacles. The pilot
project was implemented under the agreement for
unmanned transport development between Yandex
and the republican government.

Smart Equipment

Within the innovative cluster “Smart Equipment”, it
is planned to promote the establishment of new and

Sustainable Energy

The cluster development provides for promotion of
development of innovative sustainable energy based
on new technologies in modern big energy (smart
generation and smart grids, new batteries, wires, etc.)
and sustainable energy sources (solar energy, wind
and water energy, nuclear energy, biomass and waste
energy).

Today, power supply network digitization is a
priority area in energy sector. In power distribution
networks, it begins with intellectual energy
accounting, which, as experience of leading world
grid companies shows, is the best solution for better
observability of distribution mains and maintaining
electric power dissipation at or below 6%.

It should be noted that, for more than 10 years,
OJSC Grid Company has been continuously reducing
electric power dissipation in its grids. Over the
last 10 years, it was reduced by 38%, due to (but
not limited to) development of automated energy
accounting systems.

Biosystems

The cluster is aimed at three biotechnological
directions: public health and pharmaceutics
(biopharmaceutics, parapharmaceutics, vaccines,
diagnostic systems, biologically active additives,
bioenergetics), industry (enzymes, microorganisms,
cell technologies, ferments, biocatalysts, biofuel,
bioplastics, bioremediation and biodestruction
of waste) and agriculture (agrobiostimulators,
gene bioengineering, selection, biostimulators,
biofertilizers, agrobiosafety) based on convergence
of bio- and nanotechnologies and fundamental
scientific knowledge in traditional areas.

The purpose of the project “Development
of Biopharmaceutical Cluster ‘PharmMedPolis
of the Republic of Tatarstan” is to develop

CLIMATE CHANGE AND ITS IMPACTS

Tatarstan has mid-latitude temperate continental
climate with warm summer and moderately cold
winter. The warmest month is July with average
monthly air temperature 18-20°C, the coldest month
is January with average monthly temperature -13°C.
Warm period duration (stationary temperature >
0°C) varies within 198-209 days, cold period -
156-167 days. Precipitations are comparatively
evenly distributed throughout the territory; annual
precipitation is 460-540 mm.

Timevariation of anomaliesin ground airtemperature
and annual precipitation is indicative of warming on
average at the rate of 0.33°C/10 years observed in
the period from 1951 to 2017. However, from mid-
1970s, average vyearly air temperature increased
faster - 0.52°C/10 years, with positive precipitation
anomalies prevailing in recent decades of the period
under review. Climate change and adaptation thereto
are given much attention in Tatarstan.

Thus, according to the Times Higher Education
University Impact Rankings, that assess higher
education university impact on implementation of
sustainable development goals formulated by the
United Nations Organization until 2030, Kazan
Federal University was 37th best university in
category “Urgent Action to Combat Climate Change
and its Impacts”.

One of the climate change sources is methane
that may be generated in mining. Solutions to the
challenge related to impact on climate are sought by
several Econeft laboratories and centers, and Institute
of Geology and Petroleum Technologies, Institute of
Ecology and Nature Management and Institute of
Physics of Kazan Federal University.

A principal mission of the priority area of activities
of Kazan Federal University and Econeft laboratories
is the development of clean technologies of oil
production and refining. Along with this, university
specialists research hydrates, which, on the one hand,
may become one of the main hydrocarbon sources
in future, and, on the other hand, their short life may
cause considerable methane emission and have a
negative impact on climate.

To optimize current projects for development or
introduction of new clean hydrocarbon production
technologies, Kazan Federal University developed a
number of education programs in this area. To abate
greenhouse gas emissions during oil and gas field
development, the Institute of Geology and Petroleum
Technologies developed additional education programs

for oil companies from Russia (PJSC Rosneft Oil Company,
PJSC Lukoil, PJSC Surgutneftegaz, JSC RITEC, LLC TNG-

Supported by the leading international company BP,
university provides a set of open popular science lectures
by leading world specialists aimed, among other things, at
covering risks of climate change, environmental problems,
negative impact and early warning.

However, to achieve this goal, methane emissions
should be monitored wusing satellite-based
greenhouse gas measurement technologies. Today,
Russia has no satellite monitoring greenhouse
gas concentration in atmosphere. Currently, the
Institute of Geology and Petroleum Technologies is
negotiating the launching of such satellite with JSC
Gazprom Space Systems.

To participate in solving the global climate change
challenge, Kazan Federal University supported by the
government program “5-100", established in 2017
the Center of Excellence for assessment of methane
emission and climate change, palaeoclimatology and
stratigraphy. The Center provides local education
programs and open
specialists.

among few Russian participants of the Russian-
German project PLOT - Paleolimnological Transect
financed by the German Ministry of Education and
Research and coordinated by University of Cologne.
The project goal is a detailed reconstruction of Late
Quaternary ecological and climatic history in the
North Eurasia intersecting section more than 6,000
km long.

Today, Institute of Ecology and Nature Management
of Kazan Federal University is implementing, jointly
with the Ministry of Ecology and Natural Resources
of the Republic of Tatarstan and Joint Institute
for Nuclear Research, the program of air quality
investigation in Tatarstan using inferior plants, moss
and lichens, which also helps predict pollution level.

GOAL 14. CONSERVE AND SUSTAINABLY USE
THE OCEANS, SEAS AND MARINE RESOURCES

The Republic of Tatarstan has no access to seas or
oceans.

GOAL 15. SUSTAINABLY MANAGE FORESTS,
COMBAT DESERTIFICATION, HALT AND REVERSE
LAND DEGRADATION, HALT BIODIVERSITY LOSS

In the first place, it should be noted that Tatarstan
was the first region in the world to apply in practice
the Earth Charter - a document developed by
specialists from many countries under the aegis of the
UN that formulates fundamental principles of human
sustainable development subject to environmental
protection requirements.

In 1999, for the purpose of soil conservation and
reclamation, the state nature reserve of regional
importance “Chulpan” was organized in the Vysokogorsky
district of the Republic of Tatarstan, the first and currently
the only soil landscape reserve in Russia.

In the recent past, the territory of future nature
reserve was marked by heavy tillage, low forest

cover and consisted of eroded, erosion threatening
lands with intensely developing soil slips in the
ravine system. Soil-protection and anti-erosion
measures and forest planting helped entirely stop
ravine growth and prevent environment pollution
by biogenic and toxic waste and washings from
fields; fish is naturally reproduced in artificial ponds.
Presently, the state nature reserve “Chulpan” is an
exemplary territory in terms of soil protection from
erosion and anti-erosion planning and has no peers
in the Middle Volga region

Soil agrochemical characteristics have considerably
improved due to intensive application of organic
and mineral fertilizers and introduction of farming
biologizing elements.

To prevent water erosion of agricultural lands,
seven water collectors, 148 drainage spray nozzles
and 27 water retaining embankments (the simplest
hydraulic structures) were built.

In addition, in 2018, 567 hectares of erosion
threatening agricultural lands in water protection
zones of rivers were grassed, green forests were
planted in the area of 62 hectares, and 566 springs
and 49 km riverbeds were cleared; 2,470 hectares
of degraded agricultural lands were planted by green
forests (in 2017 - 1,978.9 hectares, in 2016 - 2,194
hectares), with RUR 150 min allocated for the purpose
from the republican budget.

Red Book

Due to package of environmental measures to
protect rare and threatened fauna and flora species
entered into the Red Book of the Republic of Tatarstan
implemented in the recent five years, the numbers
of more than 80 species of animals, plants and fungi
have been restored, which made it possible to delete
them from the Red Book.

Tatarstan is a region with the highest in the Volga
region and Russia density of nesting of white-tailed

Red Book. Tatarstan has up to 180 pairs of such
species, with density of nestling pairs one pair per
378 km?, while in Russia it is one pair per 856 km>.
Annual monitoring study helps monitor and keep the
population of this rare bird under control of academic
community and governmental bodies.

Keeping and breeding of Siberian red deer

An important measure to preserve the numbers
of game animals is their expanded reproduction due
to package of biotechnical measures, restoration
of historic areas of particular species, artificial
resettlement and game breeding.

A positive role in preservation of game animals
is played by specially protected natural areas of
regional importance, namely, game reserves, a source
of continuous natural resettlement of animals to
adjoining territories.

new valuable animal specimen, Siberian red deer, was
resettled, and a small but stable local population now
exists in natural habitat.

Deer resettlement to local forest started with the
support of President of the Republic of Tatarstan
Rustam Minnikhanov in 2012.

Due to joint efforts of the Committee and
hunting license holders, of them 20 having permits
for keeping and breeding game animals, over 7
years numbers of Siberian red deer increased from
zero to 300 heads.

Keeping and breeding of roe deer

Roe deer is one of economically valuable species.
Over the last five years, Tatarstan has been taking
active measures to preserve stable roe deer
population. From 2014 (1,420 species) to 2018
(4,634 species) roe der population increased 3.3-fold.

Comparatively high rate of population growth is
due to fighting carnivores, promotion of care for

According to official statistics and reporting on the
implementation of the government program “Ensuring
Public Order and Countering Crime in the Republic
of Tatarstan for 2014-2021", in 2018, there was
observed a positive reduction dynamics as against
2014 of both total number of registered crimes (by
2.7%) and particular types and categories of crime:
especially grave crimes (23.9%), domestic crimes
(9.7%), murders (16.1%), intended infliction of heavy
harm to health (29%), thefts (9%), including from
houses (37.4%), robberies (30.6%), banditry (38.8%),
theft of vehicles (61.6%), and crimes committed in
public places (22.8%), including in the street (26.6%).

Road-traffic safety measures resulted in reduction
of the car accidents by 14.6% (5,399 in 2014; 4,612
in 2018).

Active measures are taken to regulate migration
processes and timely detect and restraint
violations in this area. Tangible improvement in

Ministries and departments have 33 community
councils;
municipal entities.

The Public Chamber and departmental and municipal

44 community councils function in

community councils, as principal public control actors,
steadfastly exercise public control of the activities of
public authorities and local governments.

The Public Chamber focuses on assessment of
quality of education, culture, social and healthcare
services.

Tatarstan has the subprogram of support of
socially oriented non-commercial organizations for
2014-2020 and government program “Economic
Development and Innovative Economy of the Republic
of Tatarstan for 2014-2020". The subprogram goals
are to promote socially oriented non-commercial
organizations and their involvement in social and
economic development, socio-political
stability and ethnoconfessional harmony, improve
social policy efficiency and quality of social services,

maintain

and ensure public consent based on the balance
of state and public interest. The total subprogram
financing for 2014-2021 is RUR 2.4 bin, from the
republican budget - RUR 1.8 bln, from federal budget
- RUR 42.2 min, from local budgets - RUR 5.4 min
and from non-budgetary sources - RUR 533.8 min.
Also, all municipal entities adopted and implement
municipal programs of support of socially oriented non-
commercial organizations. From 2012, Tatarstan has
been maintaining the republican Register of socially
oriented non-commercial organizations - recipients of
support.

In 2018, Tatarstan and Finland
trade turnover was $524.3 min. Trade and Economic
Agency of the Republic of Tatarstan at the Trade
Mission of Russia in the Republic of Finland and Visa
Center of Finland in Kazan have been working. In
October 2018, the capital of Tatarstan hosted the
business forum Finnish Business goes Kazan 2018,
attended by representatives of 400 Russian and
Finnish companies.

During the St. Petersburg International Economic
Forum held on 6-8 June 2019, Tatarstan signed 31
agreements in all kinds of areas for more than RUR
75 bin. Furthermore, on the sidelines of the Forum,
the results of the National Investment Climate
Ranking of constituent territories of the Russian
Federation of the Agency for Strategic Initiatives
to Promote New Projects were announced. In
2018, Tatarstan was third, and in 2019 improved
its results and rose to the second position. The
assessment was made by 44 indicators and in four
areas: regulatory framework, business institutions,
infrastructure and resources, small business
support. According to experts, Tatarstan has been a
most sustainable region in the ranking throughout
its history: for the fifth year in a row, it is one of
the three leaders, three times it was in the first
line, with a mere 0.3 point gap between Tatarstan
and the leader this year. The best Tatarstan's area
was the direction related to efficiency of work of
organizational business support mechanisms and
business security.

The Development Strategy of the Republic of
Tatarstan until 2030, one of the first to be developed,
was adopted in 2015 and, moreover, was used as the
basis for the development of the Russian development
strategy. At the federal level, it was recognized as
one of the best regional strategies providing for the
possibility of update once every three years.

The main goal of Strategy-2030 is defined as
follows: Tatarstan-2030: the globally competitive
sustainable region, the driver of the Volga-Kama
growth pole.

To achieve this goal, purposeful work in three key
areas is required:

e to form and accumulate human capital;

e to create comfortable environment for its
development;

e to establish an institutional setting in which
human capital is demanded by economy and can
function efficiently.

In 2019, changes were made to the Strategy,
largely due to implementation of national projects in
accordance with the Executive Order of the President
of Russia on national development goals and strategic
objectives, which is actually the principal national
strategic document until 2024.

Changes are aimed at alignment with
implementation of national projects. Almost every
strategy section was updated. This notwithstanding,
the basic priorities and strategic goals remained the
same. The national projects are divided into three
directions: human capital, comfortable environment
for life and economic growth - the three priorities
initially included in the Strategy-2030 in 2015.

Subject to national projects:

e |ife expectancy is to achieve 80 years by 2030;

e the share of population regularly going in for
sports - 63%.

Subjecttonational projects, the spatial development
block actually includes new sections on ecology,
housing construction development and comfortable
urban environment; subject to the Comprehensive
Plan of Highway Infrastructure Modernization
and Expansion, the project of construction of the
Moscow - Nizhny Novgorod - Kazan highway within
the international transport route Europe - Western
China with a bridge over the Volga river (Sothern
bypass of Kazan) is included.

To improve business activity, the economic
block includes the system of support of farmers
and development of agricultural cooperation,
development of vyouth rural entrepreneurship,
expanded export business development, and, subject
to world trends and national projects, the Strategy is
supplemented by digital economy section.

Current changes to the Strategy were developed
within the framework of multiparty dialog involving
a wide range of stakeholders living and working
in Tatarstan.

place his or her strategic initiative. From the time of
its launching, President of the Republic of Tatarstan
Rustam Nurgalievich Minnikhanov has received more
than 3,500 initiative proposals, most of them included
in the enacted Law.

The draft Law was discussed with Strategy-2030
developers - experts from the Leontievsky Center

(International Centre for Social and Economic
Research) and Higher School of Economics. Proposed
changes to the Strategy were examined by the Public
Chamber, discussed with the republican trade unions
and at other meetings. In addition, it was the first
document read at all public councils meetings in
ministries and all municipalities, another result of the
implementation of the Strategy objectives aimed at
involving civil society in national administration.

The goal state is characterized by a set of indicators
with determined benchmarks at the milestones in the
plan period. The main performance indicator is Gross
Regional Product. Strategy-2030 has an ambitious
objective: to increase Gross Regional Product to
RUR 5 tln by 2030. Tatarstan is advancing towards
its achievement in a planned manner. In 2018, GRP
was RUR 2,440.3 bin. The following milestones will
be 2021, 2024 and 2030.
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
